ESSEX VETERANS OF WWII MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 
 
This scholarship is awarded by the Essex Veterans of WWII upon recommendation by the Veterans 
Scholarship Committee.  The applicant plans to attend, or does attend an accredited college, university, 
technical or trade school for either a two or four year degree, including post graduate education.  The 
applicant has shown an interest, desire and commitment to benefit the Essex community.  Any student 
may apply but first preference will be given to a direct descendent of an Essex Veteran of any war or 
conflict.  The applicant must be a resident of Essex at the time of graduation from high school and has 
been a resident for at least one year before graduation. 
 
 
 
C. NELSON HARDY MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 

 
This scholarship is awarded to any graduating Essex senior who has lived in Essex for at least four years 
prior to graduation.  The award is given on the basis of financial need, character and academic 
achievement. 
 
 
      
RAMSDEN ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT AWARD 

 
This scholarship is awarded to graduating Essex seniors who are also graduates of the Essex Elementary 
and Middle School and are enrolling in at least a two-year program of study.  The scholarship is awarded 
on the basis of academic achievement, citizenship and service.
